- MOHS operates the rental assistance program to
provide services to individuals and their families
who reside in Baltimore City.

- $1.3 million budget supports tenabtised rental
assistance to 52 individuals including families.

HOPWA funds 2 primary types of housing services.

1)TenantBased Rental Assistance (TBRA)

-TBRA is long term scattered site housing

2)ShortdTerm, Rent, Mortgage and Utilities (STRMU)

- STRMU services can be provided up to 21 weeks

- Most providers use the funding for one time only
services

Support Services
- case management, employment assistance, life skills management

Permanent Housing Placement
- security deposits, utility restoration, rental application fees

Anne Arundel County

. ACDS Inc. contracts with the Housing
Commission of Anne Arundel County
(HCAAC) to provide 3550 individuals and
families with tenanbased rental assistance.

. HCAAC maintains a wait list for its housing
programs. Currently, 121 are waiting on the list

. Scattered site housing is provided in that
jurisdiction to Anne Arundel County residents.

. HCAAC contracts with Community
Residents Inc. to provide support service
for individuals and families receiving TBF
In the program.

- CRI provides case management,
counseling services, health managemen
health referrals, career counseling and
housing search services.
